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For grades 1–3. There is a lot of enthusiasm on the part of young boys to begin their 
journey through the Cadet programs. They’ve heard their older brothers or older boys 
in the community talk about the campouts, crafts, Bible  lessons, merit badges, and 
service projects, and they are READY! Junior Cadets taps this enthusiasm with a “hit the 
ground running” type of program. The materials are comprehensive but concise. They 
are designed to effectively channel the  energy of the boys.

For grades 4–6. This program is the heart of the Cadet organization. Boys and their 
counselors work side by side on Bible lessons, Christian service projects, outdoor ac-
tivities (camping, cycling, hiking, canoeing and much more), and work on merit badge 
projects — selecting from a wide range of interests and skills. More than 130 merit 
badges are offered in this program. The counselor challenges, guides, encourages, lis-
tens and counsels the boys as an expression of God’s love.

The Guide Trails program is for boys in grades 7–9. This is a tough age for a boy. He’s 
somewhere between being a kid and being a man. Christian adult male role models are 
critical at this age and this program is a great place for boys to find them. Using the 
same type of outdoor adventure and project activites as the R•P•B program, but with a 
more in-depth approach, the Guide Trails program seeks to develop the character and 
spiritual depth that is needed to prepare boys for being young adults.

Eighteen project booklets are available for the boys to choose from on a variety of 
topics, including: money mangement, cars, carpentry, aerospace and discipleship. They 
are designed to take one, two, or more months to complete. When doing project work, 
the typical Guide Trails group will meet in the same  location and on the same evening 
as boys in the R•P•B program, but often this group will plan and enjoy their own special 
activities.

For boys in grades 9–11, this program is available online only. This program is built by an 
experienced counselor who wants to share a particular area of interest with the boys. 
A typical club will meet on a weeknight at the counselor’s home or shop. The group 
will spend some time in Bible study and, of course, the project. It is not unusual for 
the project to be a year-long endeavor. You won’t find information about Voyageurs 
beyond this page in this catalog, but contact the Corps office if you’d like assistance in 
designing your own Voyageurs program.

For ages 4 and 5. This is a co-ed curriculum which helps lay the foundational blocks of 
faith in young children. Each lesson uses a learning center approach to help children 
know God better and learn how to behave in ways that please Him. The children will also 
learn more about Jesus and discover that they want to be more like Him.

The supplies in this catalog provide the framework for the programs of cadeting. Counselors 
will find that the more closely they follow the recommended structure, the more smoothly their 
 program will operate. However, feel free to adapt these supplies to your particular club  situation.

Introduction
Becoming a junior counselor is a significant step. In the process of boyhood to manhood, or of cadet to coun-
selor, a junior counselor is much closer to a counselor (man) than he is a cadet (boy). At least, that’s the way 
it’s supposed to be. A junior counselor is young enough to identify with the cadets he leads, but he must be 
enough of a grown-up that the boys respect him as well as have fun with him. Like a counselor, a junior coun-
selor is a role model. And he is a leader.

That’s why this course is based on the Leadership Guide Trail. To take this course, you will need a copy of the 
Leadership Guide Trail (CCC Product No. 3007). Within that Guide Trail, there are four options for adventures. 
We are only interested in the third option: Junior Counselor.

If you have already successfully completed the Junior Counselor adventure in the Leadership Guide Trail, con-
gratulations. You qualify as having passed the Junior Counselor Certification Course. If you have not, you can 
pass the requirements by completing this course.

Go through this booklet with your Leadership Guide Trail guidebook open (this course is based on the 2017 edi-
tion). Note that each question has a page reference after it. By looking up the referenced page in the guidebook 
and filling in the blanks under the question, you will discover resources and help for your task. Don’t underes-
timate the importance of helping to run a Cadet club effectively for the boys … and for your Lord.

 The constitution of the Calvinist Cadet Corps requires that a person meet two criteria in order to 
become a junior counselor. They are listed below. When you meet the criteria, check them off.

  ___ I have been a member of a Cadet club for at least two years.

BASIC UNIFORM
The basic Junior Cadet uniform consists of a kerchief and the official T-shirt with 
the Junior Cadet logo, or a sweatshirt with a Cadet emblem. Badges and patches 
are to be added as they are earned. If preferred, a club can decide to use the same 
style grey shirts that are worn by Cadets in the R•P•B and Guide Trails programs. 
Patches and badges should be placed on this shirt in the same way that they are 
on T-shirts or sweatshirts.

MERIT BADGES, 
RANK STRIPES,  
AND GREEN STAR
Merit badges, rank stripes, 
and the green star (if it’s  awarded) 
are to be placed on the kerchief as 
indicated. The green star is given 
by the Cadet club to a  Junior Cadet for 
outstanding performance. Special guidelines are available from the  Cadet supply 
centers. You may need to be creative to fit your badges and stripes around the 
design on your kerchief.

RANK PATCHES
The tan kangaroo and the 
red cardinal patches are 
to be placed on the right 
sleeve as the ranks are 
earned. The green alliga-
tor patch is to be placed 
on the left sleeve when it is 
earned.

PROGRAM STRIPE
The Junior Cadet program 
patch is to be placed on the 
left sleeve as soon as the 
boy starts the program.

SPECIAL AWARDS Camporee Certification — When 
earned, it is worn centered on the right 
pocket.

Discovering God’s Word Award — Given to Cadets who com-
plete the New Life,  Christian Way, and Christian Life merit 

badges, plus two additional merit badges from the Discov-
ering God’s Word category.

The special awards, shown below, have log books available to keep track of progress. The log books indicate exactly what must be 
done in order to earn the award. When a higher award is earned (e.g., 250-mile hiking or 1000-mile cycling), it replaces the lower 
award on the shirt (100-mile hiking or 400-mile cycling).

Achievement Awards — When earned, they are 
to be worn just above the left shoulder seam (see 
page 2 for placement). When more than one is 
earned, they should be added right next to the 
first one.

Silver Star Award — 
Given by the council to 
a junior counselor for 
outstanding service or 
an outstanding accomplishment.  Special 
guidelines are available from the Cadet 
supply centers. It is worn on the  right 
pocket flap, right of the button.

Cadeting offers four different 
programs that correspond to 

four different age levels, and the uni-
form of each program has its own 
distinct features. The purpose of this 
pamphlet is to show you what uni-
form items are available for three of 
the programs and where each uni-
form item is to be placed. As a person 
advances through cadeting, badges 
and patches will grow in number 
and many will be replaced. Keep this 
pamphlet in your Counselor’s Manual 
for reference and watch the Clarion 
newsletter for updates.

The Voyageur (age 14–16) program is 
not covered in detail here. The Voya-
geurs have no uniform, but are encour-
aged to wear a polo shirt available from 
the uniform suppliers.

There is no longer any need to sew all 
those badges, patches, and stripes on 
Cadet uniforms or kerchiefs! Badge 
Magic “peel and stick” patch adhe-
sive is guaranteed not to fall off when 
washed. The Junior Cadet and R•P•B 
starter kits are die-cut (pre-cut) for 
attaching all the standard program 
patches to your uniform. The Cut-to-
Fit sheet is a solid sheet with no cuts.
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Event Patches — Patches awarded 
for participation in Cadet events 
are to be worn as directed. For ex-
ample, patches given to campers at 
an international camporee include a 
button loop so the patch can be worn 
hanging from the button on the right 
pocket. The Snow Derby patch has a cut 
in it so it can also hang from a pocket button.
